
How To Request Library
Materials Online

You probably know that you can get materials—books, movies, and
CDs—from any library in Park County sent to your branch for free.  You
can get materials from almost any library in the state for $2.  We’re always
happy to place these requests for you, but you can also place them for
yourself.  All you need is your library card and access to the World Wide
Web.

Go to http://wyld.state.wy.us/meet, and you should get a screen that looks
like the one above.  Click on “Meeteetse Branch Library catalog.”



You’ll get this page, which has a search box and a lot of options.

Let’s say that you want to see if there’s a copy of The Sound of Music
somewhere in the county.

Type in the title, select “All Park County” from the drop down box, and push
the “title” button to do the search.  If you’re searching for a title but you’re
not sure you have it right, push “keywords.”

If you know the exact title but you’re getting way too many results, try
selecting the “Exact” radio button above and then do the search again.

You can choose to
search just items in
Meeteetse, items in
“All Park County”
(Cody, Powell, and
Meeteetse libraries),
or “All WYLD
Libraries” (pretty much
every library in
Wyoming), plus a few
other options.



The catalog lists results in reverse chronological order by default (there’s a
way to change that, if you go into the Advanced Search), so you sometimes
have to scroll a little to find your item.  There’s a DVD of The Sound of
Music listed.  Right now, it says “No copies currently available.”  That
means someone has it checked out right now.  But don’t worry—you can
still put a hold on it!  Click the “Full Details” button.

To place a hold, you can either click on the “Request” button on the left or
on “Place hold,” which appears in the “Copy Info” line above.



Now enter your library card number (which should start 29092, followed by
another 9 digits) and your PIN, which, unless you’ve changed it, is WYLD.
Click the “Place Request” button.  You’ll get a screen saying “Please wait,
your request is being processed.”  Then you should get a screen that looks
like this:

The DVD will be sent from Powell to Meeteetse, and we’ll call you when it
arrives.



Requesting Items From
Outside Park County

You can also place requests for items from other libraries in Wyoming.
When you search, choose “All WYLD Libraries” from the drop down box.
You place the request the same way, except that after you put in your
library card number and PIN, you’ll get a screen like this:

Leave all the fields blank, unless you need the item by a specific date.
Interlibrary Loans usually cost $2, though occasionally the postage will be
more than that.  If you’re not willing to pay more than a certain amount,
enter that.  Leave the notes field blank.  Click the “Place an Interlibrary
Loan (ILL) request” button, and you’re done!

We’ll call you when the item arrives in Meeteetse, and you can return it to
us when you’re done and we’ll mail it back.
